
In a groundbreaking moment 

for the Catholic Church and days 

after the holy funeral of the late Pope 

Francis, Cardinal Robert Prevost has 

been elected as the 267th pope, 

making history as the first pontiff 

born in the United States. Now 

known as Pope Leo XIV, the 69-year

-old Chicago native stepped onto the 

central balcony of St. Peterôs 

Basilica, where he addressed 

multitude of worshippers with a 

message centered on unity and 

peace. 

ñLet us be instruments of 

peace and bearers of hope,ò the new 

pope declared in his inaugural 

address, honoring his predecessor, 

Pope Francis, and commending the 

late pontiffôs legacy of compassion, 

humility, and ecclesial reform. 

Pope Leo XIV brings a 

wealth of international experience to 

the papacy. As a veteran missionary, 

he spent decades serving 

communities in South America, 

where he also held Peruvian 

citizenship and served as a bishop. 

More recently, he led the Vatican 

office responsible for appointing 

bishops, one of the Curiaôs most 

influential roles. 

Believers believe his 

leadership signals continuity with the 

reformist path set by Pope Francis, 

with anticipated focus on 

transparency, inclusiveness, and 

engagement with marginalized 

communities, especially in the global 

south. 

The news of his election 

sparked a wave of congratulatory 

messages from leaders around the 

world. U.S. President Donald Trump 

called the moment ña tremendous 

honor for the nation,ò noting the 

historical significance of an 

American assuming the highest role 

in the Catholic Church. 

As the Vaticanôs bells rang 

out and the crowd cheered beneath 

the night sky, Pope Leo XIV 

emerged as a symbol of both 

tradition and transformation, ready to 

guide the Church into a new chapter. 
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In a continued effort to promote 

academic excellence and research 
integrity, the Faculty of Humanities and 
Social Sciences at St. Teresa 
International University hosted a highly 
anticipated seminar titled "Crafting 
Compelling Papers: Expectations and 
Recommendations for Researchers" on 
Friday, May 9, 2025.

The guest speaker for the event 
was Dr. Ekta Rana, a renowned 
academic and expert in research 
methodologies and publishing ethics. 
Known for her engaging delivery and 
practical insights, Dr. Rana offered 
attendees a deep dive into the intricacies 
of producing impactful research papers. 

Her presentation covered four 
critical areas: 

¶ Academic Publishing ï guiding 

participants through the process of 
selecting the right journals and 
understanding peer review expectations. 

¶ Red Flags in Journal Solicitations ï 
raising awareness about predatory 
journals and how to avoid them. 

¶ Structuring Your Paper Effectively 
ï providing tips on organizing ideas 
logically and cohesively for maximum 
impact. 

¶ Honest, Precise Results ï 
emphasizing the importance of integrity 
and clarity in reporting research 
findings. 

The event aimed to equip budding 
researchers with the tools and mindset 
needed to produce work that not only 
meets academic standards but also 
contributes meaningfully to their fields. 

With a focus on practical guidance 
and ethical publishing, the seminar 
reinforced the universityôs mission to 
cultivate a new generation of 
responsible and impactful scholars. 
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In an exciting stride toward 
technological innovation in academia, 
St Teresa International University 
hosted a groundbreaking seminar titled 
ñUsing Generative AI for Academic 
Researchò on May 21, 2025, from 8:00 
a.m. to 5:00 p.m. at the Joseph Marie 
Building.

Amornrit from the Office of 
Education Technology, 
Sukhothai Thammathirat Open 
University 

¶ Assoc. Prof. Dr. Patthanan 
Chatchaphakrat 
Their presentations covered a 
wide array of topics including: 

Basic Concepts of AI for 
Research 
Participants gained insights into 
the categories of AI and machine 
learning, and understand the 
current trends and tendencies of AI 
integration in scholarly work. 

AI for Literature Reviews\ 
Sessions demonstrated how AI can 
be used to conceptualize research 
articles and conduct thorough 

literature reviews using tools like 
ChatGPT. 

AI for Analytical Data 
They learned how AI supports data 
analysis in both quantitative and 
qualitative research, and how to 
effectively employ platforms such 
as SPSS AI. 

AI for Academic Research Writing 
Experts explored how to utilize AI 
tools to improve grammar, detect 
plagiarism, and enhance academic 
writing with precision and 
integrity. 

Attendees also got hands-on 
experience through a free workshop on 
using generative AI for research 
purposes, making the seminar not only 
informative but also highly interactive. 

The event was attended by students, 
faculty, and researchers who were all 
eager to navigate the fast-evolving 
landscape of AI-powered research. 
With academic integrity and 
technological adaptability at its core, 
the seminar poised to empower 
scholars to embrace innovation 
without compromising scholarly 
standards.

Developed by the Ministry of 
Tourism and Sports in partnership with 
key government agencies, the TDAC is 
part of a broader effort to modernize 
immigration procedures, minimize 
paperwork, and improve the overall visitor 
experience. Rather than filling out forms 
mid-flight or in crowded airport queues, 
travelers can now complete their arrival 
information onlineðquickly and 
convenientlyðbefore even setting foot in 
the country. 

ñThis is more than a digital 
formðitôs part of our commitment to 
making travel to Thailand easier, safer, 
and more enjoyable,ò said a ministry 
spokesperson during a recent briefing. 
ñWeôre excited to welcome the world with 
smarter systems and even warmer 
service.ò 

The TDAC is currently 
undergoing full integration with other 
national systems, including immigration, 
health, customs, and visa services, to 

ensure a seamless and secure flow of 
information across departments. Designed 
with multilingual support and an intuitive 
interface, the platform makes it easier for 
travelers from around the globe to comply 
with entry requirements without confusion 
or delay. 

Beyond easing airport congestion 
and reducing environmental waste, the 
digital card reflects Thailandôs growing 
focus on smart tourism solutions in a post-
pandemic world. By moving services 
online, the country hopes to support safer, 
more sustainable travel while keeping its 
doors wide open to international visitors. 

Travelers 
are encouraged to complete the TDAC 
form online in advance of their arrival.

ONESQA Evaluation Guidelines 2025.ò 
His presentation provided clarity on 
updated standards and offered strategies 
for effective institutional compliance. 

Dr. Pothisuk returned to the stage 
to announce the winners of the TRSU 
Research Award, celebrating outstanding 
research contributions by faculty and 
researchers across disciplines.  Among the 
awardees were Dr. Ekta Rana and Dr.

The half-day event concluded 
leaving participants energized and 
equipped with new strategies for 
educational innovation, research 
excellence, and quality assurance.
